            *Always sign in with Trip Leader upon arrival to Center on day of trip!
                1. All trips are open to Senior Center members with membership cards. 
                2. Participants must be self-sufficient to go on trips or provide their own caregiver.
                3. Anyone who exhibits inappropriate behavior must be approved for travel by Management

                4. Registration requires full payment at time of sign up.
                5. All monies are non-refundable unless a replacement can be found from the waiting list. 

                Certain exceptions will be handled on a case by case basis by Senior Center Management.

                6. Participants must furnish their own transportation to and from Center. Park as far

                away as possible to keep nearby spaces open for seniors using Center throughout the day. 

                Arrive 15-30 minutes prior to departure time.  Return times are approximate.

                7. Passengers will sit in the same bus seats both to and from the schedule destinations

                8. Absolutely no smoking or alcoholic beverages on the buses.
                9 Buses will not wait for anyone.  Participants must adhere to scheduled arrival and 

                departure times and are responsible for their own transportation if they miss the bus.
